MOTION FOR EXPEDITED HEARING ON 
REV OP GROUP’S MOTION FOR 
PAYMENT OF IMPROPERLY WITHHELD 
DISTRIBUTIONS

The Rev Op Investors hereby file this motion requesting that the Court enter an order 

setting a hearing, on an expedited basis, on the Motion for Payment of Improperly Withheld 

Distributions (the “Motion”), filed concurrently herewith. 

In support of this Motion, the Rev Op Investors submit as follows: 

1. ML Manager has steadfastly refused to distribute approximately $7,992 in funds 

that are clearly owing to the Rev Op Investors.  In addition, the Rev Op Investors have not yet 

received any of the approximately $240,000 in funds that ML Manager was ordered to 

distributed nearly three weeks ago. 

2. ML Manager has further refused to have the ML Board even discuss 

reconsidering its position with respect to the disputed distribution of $7,992 for three weeks or 

longer.  In the Rev Op Investors’ view, awaiting a decision from the ML Board would be futile 

in any event.  After “parking” this issue for a month, ML Manager likely would continue to 

refuse distributing the funds owing to the Rev Op Investors. 
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3. The Rev Op Investors believe this matter requires prompt resolution, as ML 

Manager has failed to account for the Rev Op Investors’ funds despite repeated demands.  These 

funds are in danger of being spent by ML Manager, commingled with other funds, or transferred 

to third parties (if they have not been already).  Accordingly, the Rev Op Investors require a 

prompt order directing ML Manager to disburse the funds to the Rev Op Investors immediately. 

4. One of the lawyers for ML Manager’s counsel, Fennemore Craig, has indicated 

that he will be unavailable April 2-18, 2011.  However, the Rev Op Investors submit that another 

Fennemore Craig lawyer can easily handle this matter to the extent the requested hearing is 

scheduled for a date during such time period. 

5. Pursuant to Local Rule 9013-1(h), the Rev Op Group advises as follows: 

A. The email and office addresses for the attorneys for opposing and/or 

interested parties are set forth on the certificate of service hereto. 

B. The facts showing the existence and nature of the emergency are outlined 

above and in the Motion. 

C. The relevant parties will be served with the Motion and this motion via 

email or U.S. Mail immediately after such motions are filed with the Court. 

D. Concurrently with the filing of this motion, the Rev Op Group is 

uploading a form of order consistent with the relief requested in this motion, a copy of which is 

attached to this motion as Exhibit “A.”  Immediately after receiving a copy of a signed order 

from the Court, the Rev Op Investors will serve such signed order on all parties entitled to 

notice.     

WHEREFORE, the Rev Op Investors request that the Court enter an order: (i) setting an 

emergency hearing on the Motion; and (ii) granting them such other and further relief as it deems 

just and proper under the circumstances presented herein.
